OBSERVATION

This section is aimed at helping people observe the details of the
text: what is written, what words or ideas are repeated and
emphasized, the text’s structure and how this text fits into the
wider context of the book.

1. Read 2 Kings 5:1-16.

2. Whois Naaman and what is his position in Aram?
He is the commander of the Aramaic King’s army and a
valiant soldier, he has leprosy (v1).

3. Who does the Israelite slave tell Naaman to see, and
who does the King of Aram send him to?
The slave tells him to visit the prophet (Elisha) but the
king sends him to the king of Israel instead (v2-5).

4, How does the King of Israel respond to the request
in the letter sent to him?
He tears his robes and cries out that he is incapable (v7)

5. When Naaman is finally sent to Elisha, what does
Elisha tell Naaman to do? How does he respond to
this request?

Elisha sends a messenger to tell Naaman to wash
himself in the Jordan river (v10). Naaman goes away
very angry (v11).

6.  When Naaman does as Elisha tells him, how does he
respond to the work of God in his life?
He comes to know that there is no other God than the
God of Israel (v15).

INTERPRETATION

This section is aimed at linking the current text to other texts or to
the bigger biblical narrative. If you are running out of time, feel free
to skip this section.

1. Read Leviticus 13:45-46.

a) How are the Israelites told to deal with those who
have defiling skin diseases (like leprosy)?

They are to declare them unclean and send them
outside the camp where they must remain

b) Commentators state that other nations also
viewed skin diseases as punishment from the gods.
What are the implications of this for someonein a
high position like Naaman?

He would be unclean and cursed, unless he was cured.

2. ReadlLuke 17:11-19.

a) What does Jesus do for the 10 lepers?
He heals them of their leprosy and sends them to the
priests to be declared clean (v14).

b) What happens after the lepers are declared
clean?

One comes back to thank and praise God—the rest go
their own way (v15).

b) What does Jesus say made the leper clean?
His faith made him well (v19).

APPLICATION

This section is aimed at helping people apply what we have read in
the text to our lives. It is intended to foster more open-ended
discussion as people connect the text to their everyday life, and
reflect on how it changes the way they think and act.

1. Read Ezekiel 24:13.
