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● Expanding Your Bubble  ||  As we have been allowed to expand our 
"bubble" of people, you may want to consider starting to gather 
together physically as a Community Group. Make sure to physically 
distance and provide a way to let people who are not comfortable 
meeting together still be part of the group. Please be sensitive to your 
individual group members comfort level with this. If Zoom meetings 
are still needed, keep going! The important thing is to keep connecting 
people.

Mordecai, who was sentenced to death along with the 
rest of the Jews, is now honoured. With this in mind, 
think about the rest of the biblical narrative:

a) Skim Genesis 3. What pronouncements have been 
made over Adam & Eve?

b) This pronouncement remains upon all people.
 Read Romans 6:23. 

i) What is the result of sin?

ii) What is the gift of God?

c) How does the biblical story relate to the story of 
Esther?

APPLICATION
This section is aimed at helping people apply what we have read 
in the text to our lives. It is intended to foster more open-ended 
discussion as people connect the text to their everyday life, and 
reflect on how it changes the way they think and act.

1. The great reversal in which Haman is brought low and 
Mordecai is raised up is all of our stories through Christ.

a) What was your life like before you came to faith?

b) When did you first come to faith in Christ?

c) How has coming to believe in Jesus changed your life?

d) Do you ever worry that your sin might stop your from 
receiving the gift of eternal life from Christ?

e) Read Romans 8:35-39. How does these verses give 
you hope?

f) How can we share this hope with those who do not 
yet know Christ?

OBSERVATION
This section is aimed at helping people observe the details of the 
text: what is written, what words or ideas are repeated and 
emphasized, the text’s structure and how this text fits into the wider 
context of the book.

1. Read Esther 6:1-14.  

2. What stands out from this text? What seems important to 
notice?

INTERPRETATION
This section is aimed at linking the current text to other texts or to 
the bigger biblical narrative.

1. Haman desired not only to be honoured but to be 
rewarded with a near kingly status, shown by the way he 
asked Xerxes to honour Mordecai.

a) Read 1 Samuel 18:1-5. What does Jonathan, son of King 
Saul, give to David?

b) Read 1 Kings 1:32-35. How does David show that 
Solomon is the new king of Israel?

c) How do these scenes compare with what Haman is 
suggesting?
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
