PRAYER REQUESTS
Content: Pray for the teaching ministry of
Northview’s staff as they proclaim the gospel.

Connect: Pray for true connection amongst the
body of Christ. That we would be a people that
would confide in and confess to one another as
we repent of our sin and seek Christ daily.

Care: Pray for Christians in your life (CG,
workplace, friends, family, etc.). Pray that they
will “keep alert with all perseverance” as they
face Satan’s schemes.

Commission: Pray for boldness in your own
life as you have opportunities to share the
gospel with friends and co-workers.
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Ephesians 6:18-20

LOOK

1. Read Ephesians 6:18-20

o What stands out to you from the passage?

o What seems important to you?

o Find the who, what, where, when, how of
the passage.

o What ideas or words are repeated?

- The fight against Satan is described in
6:10-20. What we use (the armor of God) is
described in vv.13-17 and how we use it
described in vv.18-20.

- Note the commands listed in this passage:
keep alert and make supplications...
continuing the longer list of commands
from vv.10-18 (be strong, put on, take up,
stand firm).

- Paul asks for prayer to be emboldened in
preaching the gospel (v.19) - even though
he was one of the most naturally gifted
preachers in the early church.

- Note the repetition of the commands to
pray: praying at all times, all kinds of
prayers, pray for the saints, pray for Paul.

- Note the call to persevere (v.18) - the
struggle with Satan described in vv.10-17 is
an ongoing process!

- Paul is in prison (v.20) and all he can think
about is proclaiming the gospel, with
boldness!

LEARN

1. Read Psalm 109:1-5

o What causes David to cry out to God in this
passage?

Wicked and deceitful mouths (v.2), hatred (v.3),

attack without cause (v.3), accusations (v.4),

repaying evil for good (v.5)

o What is David’s response to the suffering
he faces?
David chooses to be a man of prayer (v.4)

2. Read Jude 19-21

o What is the primary difference between
“worldly” people and Jude’s audience
(called “you” or “beloved” in v.20)?

Worldly people do not have the Spirit, God’s

people do and must pray in the Spirit!

o How does Jude teach his audience to
pray?

He commands them to “pray in the Spirit” (v.20)

o Why should they pray?

To keep themselves in the love of God (v.21) -

persevere in the faith!

LIVE

This text is filled with exhortations to pray:

pray always, for all the saints, make all kinds

of prayers, etc.

o The first situation Paul has in mind is the
Christian’s spiritual warfare against Satan’s
schemes (v.11).

m Take some time to pray for Christians in
your life (CG, workplace, friends, family,
etc.). Pray that they will “keep alert with
all perseverance” as they face Satan’s
schemes.

m Take some time and pray for the
struggle against sin in your own life. Ask
for God’s Spirit to give you the strength
to stand in the evil day (v.13)! This can
be a time of silent confession, or you
can break into groups of 2-3 if you feel
comfortable doing that.

o The second situation Paul has in mind, is

the proclamation of the gospel (v.19).

m Take some time to pray for the teaching
ministry of Northview’s staff as they
proclaim the gospel.

m Take some time to pray for boldness in
your own life as you have opportunities
to share the gospel with friends and
co-workers.
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
