Mosaic 
Promises 

●​ God dwelling in their midst 
●​ Sacrificial system 
●​ Obey = great blessing 
●​ Disobey = curses and discipline 

Davidic 
Promises 

●​ His offspring will have an established throne forever 
●​ God’s love will not depart from him 
●​ Peace in the land  

Prophetic 
promises  

●​ Rescue from Exile 
○​ A glorious second exodus 

●​ Fulfillment all that he previously promised and go far beyond even 
Eden -  all the effects of the fall will be dealt with 

○​ A new creation 
○​ A glorious city 
○​ Davidic King reigning and shepherding  
○​ Many righteous people 
○​ Living with God forever 

●​ The cause of the fall will be dealt with (sin) 
○​ Cleansed hearts 
○​ New hearts 
○​ The servant to die as a substitute   

●​ God Himself is at the centre of all His plans 
○​ He will do it 
○​ He’s powerful enough to do it
